Works recently completed street and
sidewalk sweeping operations. With
the exception of a few minor
equipment problems, things went well
this year and finished a bit ahead of
schedule.

As expected, pothole filling,
roadside brush removal, sign repairs
and numerous responses to plow
damage reports for lawns and curbs
have been the dominant theme of
work assignment sheets during recent
weeks.  Another sure harbinger of
spring is street striping crew
beginning their annual job of
repainting center lines, turn lanes,
cross walks and parking spaces
throughout the City. This operation
has been under way for several
weeks with good progress made.

With the long anticipated summer
season unfolding, the focus has
turned to warm weather projects. As
we all know, this precious season is
too short-l i ved.

are a daily challenge. A brief
sampling of activities and projects
includes major street repaving; side-
walk and traffic light upgrades;

Along with the City Engineer, we
are currently exploring options for
relocating the snow dump from
Head of Falls to another suitable
site. Later, we will be assisting on
project initiatives for the Two Cent
Bridge and Head of Falls area and
on various trail construction projects
with Parks & Recreation.
