Rules & Guidelines 

 Team roster is limited to 12 players & all team players must have identical 

color shirts that must be numbered 

 The coach of team is responsible for the proper conduct of his/her players, 

other coaches & fans associated with the team. Improper behavior will 

result in forfeit. Please be respectful of the referees, timekeepers, YMCA 

staff, etc. 

 A team should consist of girls or boys in the 5th & 6th grade 

 Admission is $2 for adults, $1 for ages 7-17 and free for 6 & under 

 All coaches, players & managers will be allowed in without an admission 

fee 

 Basket height is set at 10 feet and regulation size ball (28.5) will be used 

 All games consist of two 16-minute halves, running time except for the last 

minute of each half 

 Clock will stop for foul shots  

 Halftime will be four minutes 

 In the event of a tie there will be a two-minute overtime 

 Each team is allowed two timeouts per half (one 30 second & one 60 

second). 

 Each team receives one 30 second timeout in each overtime 

 Man to man defense with help & recover, will be played in the 1
st
 half. 

Any defense in the 2
nd

 half 

 Pressing will only be allowed in the 2
nd

 half! There is no pressing with a 

15-point lead or more (First offense is a warning, any further offenses will 

be a team technical foul) 

 Registration fee of $140 is due with registration  

 Two games guaranteed—Format TBD based on number of teams registered 

 Teams must be on the court, ready to play at game time.  

 There will be a concession area during the tournament located at the gym 

entrance. Each team is responsible for its own valuables
