City Manager Roy stated that the water and sewer utilities were only accessible through the Al Corey building, and that there is a $36,000 IRS lien on this property, which was discovered through a recent title search.  Roy apologized for the confusion and acknowledged that it was due to his lack of understanding all of the issues with this property.  Mayor Isgro also apologized for the poor communication and asked for a meeting to discuss this further.

Mayor Isgro said that serious reductions are needed, and that we have to acknowledge that city payroll has increased by $800,000
Councilor O’Donnell pointed out that the tax increase is due to revenue sharing losses, the state requiring municipalities to fund teacher pensions and the city using less surplus this year
Councilor Mayhew indicated his support for the Mayor’s proposed cuts and added that he has heard from many of his constituents and they want tax relief
Resident Kelly Winn, 23 Kelsey Street, said that the city needs to live within its budget
Councilor O’Donnell expressed his frustration with the Governor by saying that the state ends up with a surplus and the city has lost its revenue.  In response, the Mayor said that we can’t change the governor’s budget, but we need to hold the line in Waterville.
Councilor Rancourt-Thomas said that she has a friend who has expressed concern about rising taxes, then indicated that she would not vote in favor of this budget if it went to vote tonight.
Chris Rancourt, 2 Cherry Hill Terrace, explained that in southern Maine certain town allow for one can of trash per week, which holds 4 bags.  Mayor Isgro that this scenario would mean that trash costs would go up, and announced recent appointment of a Solid Waste Committee to take a comprehensive look at trash issues facing the city.
Carl Foss, Ward 4 resident, said that the state may have a shutdown, and questioned if the city might also.
Jean Legg said that she is nearing her retirement years and wondered if she would stay in Waterville and whether she would be able to survive here after retirement.
Councilor Stubbert suggested that we need to broaden the tax base.
Resident Stephen Aucoin stated that renters don’t directly pay taxes, but that landlords pass the cost for property tax onto their renters.  Aucoin added that it is difficult to entice business to come here since we do not have a trained labor force, and that we are only 13 square miles in size.
