PRESENTATION
DAVID GREENE, PRESIDENT OF COLBY COLLEGE


Dr. Greene stated that Colby College has been creating a partnership with the City, local business owners and other civic-minded citizens to make a broad impact to see positive change in the City. He continued to say that he is very excited about the possibilities.  He added that the planning framework has been developed and has included 20+ people.  Dr. Greene shared that there are four basic components to the plan:
1.  Increase residential density in the downtown area, which will increase economic activity to support existing businesses and encourage new business.  Plans include apartment complex housing for students focused on civic engagement and a possible boutique-style hotel on Main Street.
2. Make Waterville a destination for the arts, shopping and recreation activities.
3. Improve to foster long-term growth by investing in long vacant properties on Main Street, apply for block grants over time , and potential use of the riverfront.
4. Support small business development in the area, as jobs are important to long-term growth.

Councilor Rancourt-Thomas shared that she had heard lots of positive comments on the proposal, and expressed her hope that improvement would spread into the south end.

Council Stubbert asked the timeframe for the project.  Green answered that the city was already seeing positive changes, but that there should be a significant difference in 3 years, and much more vital in 5 years, and should be self-sustaining within 10 years.

Resident Robert Very thanked Colby College for this great opportunity, but questioned whether this project was contingent upon the construction of a parking garage at either the Concourse or on Water Street.  Dr. Greene indicated that no new additional parking would be needed.  The Mayor added that Colby had just paid for a comprehensive parking and traffic study, and added that any future parking issues would be addressed by the city.  

Mayor Isgro closed the discussion by thanking Dr. Greene for this incredible partnership and added that a strong downtown will attract families, new businesses and other employers to the city.
 
COMMUNITY NOTES


Mr. Dick Dyer of Waterville Creates!, announced that they were participating in a pilot project with DVCAP Transportation to provide low cost transportation at several venues over the weekend of October 2-4.  The project is designed to help determine whether KVCAP services will help to remove a transportation barrier for those who wish to participate in arts activities, but either don’t have a vehicle or don’t want to drive to evening events.  Feedback on the pilot program is welcomed.

Mr. Scott McAdoo thanked Matt Skehan and the Parks & Recreation staff for their help over the weekend with the festivals at the Head of Falls.  Councilor Rancourt-Thomas also thanked Nate Rudy and Jen Olson and indicated that there was a great turnout at the event.  Rancourt-Thomas added that the Parks & Recreation staff would soon be clearing out trees at the skate park to make it safer and more attractive.

Mr. Caroline Mathis, President of Friends of Quarry Road, thanked the city for helping them with a loan to building a maintenance building and presented Mayor Isgro with a check for $25,000 for the final loan payment.  Mr. John Koons added his thanks and explained that the $100,000 loan was crucial, but that they knew they were going to grow.  Koons stated that they were in the process of trying to raise $45,000 more to be eligible for the Alfond Challenge Grant.  Mayor Isgro suggested consideration by the Council to put the $25,000 final payment towards that fundraising effort.  Since there was a consensus for this consideration, City Manager Roy indicated that it would be put on the next City Council agenda.

City Councilor Mayhew expressed his excitement at the positive things going on in the City.

Ms. Patricia Heath, Ward 2 resident, announced that she had been involved in a successful event to clean up local parks, where between 75-100 people participated.  This event raised $100 for the Mid Maine Homeless Shelter through food sales revenue.  Ms. Heath thanked the Parks & Recreation Department for their support of this event.
