COMMUNITY NOTES

Ms. Heather Merrow, 9 Autumn St., thanked the city for its work at the Green Street Park.  

Jen Olson, Executive Director of Waterville Main Street, thanked the Mayor for the proclamation regarding Small Business Saturday and invited the public to two ribbon cuttings on November 10th at 4 pm beginning at Rustic Charm, immediately following at You Broke it?  Ms. Olson shared that Maine Biz has proclaimed the best places to work in Maine are at two businesses located in Waterville: Kennebec Federal Savings and the GHM Insurance Agency.  

Mr. John Koons, Friends of Quarry Road, thanked the city for its support and announced that they are 2/3 of the way to their fundraising goals for a match to get $142,000.  Koons also said that they hoped to fund a half-time position at the Quarry Road.

Jibryne Karter, representing Info Waterville, said that this group has been continuously taping various public meetings and streaming them live and rebroadcasting them.  He asked the public to check out his website and facebook page.

Councilor Mayhew stated that the recent public meeting regarding the Head of Falls was an epic discussion of ideas.  He stressed that our focus now is on the development of downtown, but that there is interested in developing the Head of Falls site.  

Councilor Bushee introduced her two daughters, India and Riviera.  Bushee congratulated the municipal candidates on conducting positive campaigns.  She thanked outgoing Councilors Stubbert and Rancourt-Thomas as for their contributions.

ORDINANCE 139-2015	VACANT BUILDINGS

Motion Made and Seconded to Adopt
Garth Collins, Code Enforcement Officer, said that the city would need to hire another CEO and a secretary to handle the paperwork and legal processes to enforce this new ordinance, if adopted.  He said that other communities that have recently adopted similar ordinances haven’t enforced it yet.  When asked by Councilor O’Donnell if the new fees would offset the additional costs, he answered that they would not.  Collins said that the recently enacted state legislation has been helpful, and that banks have been contacting him to give their contact information on foreclosed properties.  Councilor Bushee said that she respected CEO Collins’ opinion, but asked if this proposed ordinance might give him more power to handle nuisance properties.  Collins indicated that the ordinance would give him more power with these matters, but he indicated that he would use discretion and common sense in enforcing it.  Councilor Mayhew agreed that the ordinance could be a good tool and that the common sense approach is the right way to go.  Both Bushee and Mayhew gave their support for hiring more staff for Code Enforcement.  
Resident Heather Merrow questioned the effectiveness of the ordinance and was given clarification by the Councilors.
Resident Scott McAdoo urged support of the ordinance and expressed concerns of fire hazards with vacant buildings.
