MANAGER’S REPORT


City Manager Roy stated that the City Council would be considering an item to support partially funding a traffic study in partnership with Colby and the state at their next meeting.

Parks and Recreation Department Director Matt Skehan gave the City Council an update on the cemetery maintenance, indicating that the city performed the work for $20,000 this year, in comparison to $46,000 per year with the previous contractor.  Skehan recommended that the city continue to perform the maintenance duties.

Director Skehan said that the municipal pool had lost $8,000 this year, compared with a loss of $20,000 - $25,000 in previous years.  Skehan complimented Bobbie-Jo Green, who oversees the pool operations, and all of the other staff members.
