City Manager Roy said that the TIF Advisory Committee would be meeting soon to discuss the Seton Hospital redevelopment, Trafton Road, and the extension of the Downtown TIF from 20 years to 30 years.  Roy said that another council would be needed for this committee.  Councilors Mayhew and White volunteered.

Roy announced that the Ethics Committee would be holding an organizational meeting on Wednesday, January 27th.

Finance Director Chuck Calkins gave a brief review of the city’s quarterly finances indicating that the city was in good financial shape.
