Tom Corey questioned the need for a traffic study and the proposal to make Main Street two-way.
Karen Heck, former Mayor, expressed her excitement about new development but urged the Council to consider sustainability and carbon neutrality.
Nate Rudy, Director of Waterville Creates!, offered to host a public process for a design contest for open spaces in the city.
Steve Aucoin, Ticonic Street resident, said that we should be concerned about what type of businesses we attract and how they treat their employees.
Julian Paine, Ward 5 resident, expressed concern about the possible need for additional police presence in the downtown area with more residential density.

ORDER 37-2016	SALE OF CITY PROPERTY (CONCOURSE)

Motion Made and Seconded to Adopt
Colby President Greene expressed his excitement over this opportunity and added that immediate areas of development will be with student housing with a retail base and a hotel.
Councilor Mayhew said that he felt that this was one of the most important votes taken as a Councilor.
Council Chair O’Donnell asked how many parking spaces would be lost in the sale, to which the City Manager answered 90. 
Councilor Bushee said that she hadn’t seen a situation where there was a lack of parking, and added that the development could be a great renaissance of Main Street.
Resident Jibryne Karter, Ward 6, thanked President Greene, Councilor Bushee and the Mayor for its efforts and added that Colby is a benefit to the city.
Ken Vlodek, Concourse business owner, gave the Councilors an informal parking inventory that he had completed, and said that there are always available parking spots in the evening, but not during the day.  He urged the Councilors to put off this vote to allow for completion of the traffic study.
Brian Vigue, owner of the Framemakers, expressed his excitement but added his concern over a lack of communication about the project from Colby.
John Dalton, President of Inland Hospital, stated that they have medical offices in the Concourse and that this sale will impact parking for their staff and clients; however he added that he was confident that Colby would address and resolve the parking issues and urged support of the sale.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jennifer Kierstead, business owner at 179 Main Street, said that businesses in that area need improved parking options and questioned what would happen to the Farmers’ Market.
Councilor Winslow shared her concern over the safety of participating vendors in the Farmers’ market and questioned the safety of moving it to Head of Falls, but rather suggested the lower end of Silver Street.
Councilor White clarified that two votes were needed on this item, and added that citizens should contact their respective councilors directly with any concerns.
Robert Sezak, Main Street business owner, suggested that the city give Colby the first right of refusal on a purchase agreement.
Bill Mitchell, business owner in Waterville, acknowledged that parking is a valid concern but stressed that Colby understands that and they will do what is right by putting their resources behind it. He urged council support.
John Williams of Collaborative consulting shared his excitement for his business to be coming here, adding that this redevelopment of the city is critically important.
Karen Heck suggested that we encourage walking from Head of Falls parking areas, which is more sustainable.
Sarah Sugden, Waterville Public Library Director, said that she had undertaken a survey of its patrons and is committed to providing accessibility and walkability.
