Paul Bogossian, owner of the Hathaway, said that Collaborative Consulting would be moving in soon, due to Colby’s commitment to the downtown revitalization.  He added that Waterville has momentum now and urged approval of the sale.
John Dall, President & CEO of Inland Hospital expressed his confidence that parking issues would be addressed and urged council support.
Mike Duguay, Wate4rville resident, said that this is a monumental opportunity and asked the councilors to vote yes.
Chris McMorrow, Waterville property owner, urged a yes vote.
Bill Basford shared some background information on the parking situation in Waterville, and suggested that the city consider charging a fee for all day parking passes in the Concourse.  Mr. Basford further questioned the costs that the city incurs from providing maintenance and lighting of these free parking spots.  
Bill Mitchell, Waterville resident and business owner, said that parking has never been an issue for his employees or clients, and urge support of the sale.
