SETON HOSPITAL REDEVELOPMENT TIF


The public hearing was opened as City Manager Roy announced that this public hearing had been legally advertised; therefore it had to take place, even though the final terms of the agreement have not been established. Roy detailed that there had been no agreement with the developer at the TIF Advisory Committee meeting.

City Manager Roy explained that a second public hearing would take place on May 3rd, at which time the details of the agreement and the terms of the Credit Enhancement Agreement would be available.  Roy indicated that the TIF Advisory Committee would be meeting on Wednesday at 4 pm to discuss this.  

The developer of the Seton property, Tom Segall, explained that the tower portion of the building would contain 50 residential units, the grade level of the property would house 23,000 square feet of office space and that the lower level would contain warehouse storage space.  

Roy explained that there are no negative impacts with a TIF, since it shelters value from our state valuation which, in turn, increases our state revenue sharing and reduces our county tax obligation.

There being no further questions or comments, the public hearing closed at 7:00 p.m.
