COMMUNITY NOTES


State Representative Thomas Longstaff shared that he attended a Main Rail Group meeting in Augusta, where they discussed the possibility of bringing passenger rail service to the Augusta/Waterville area.  The result of the meeting was the formation of a stakeholder group which will seek funding and support for expanding passenger rail service to central Maine.  

Mr. Christopher Moody, 37 Summer Street, expressed concern regarding the South End crime watch group, indicating that he feels that the Police Department is not responsive to calls relating to suspected drug activity in his neighborhood.  Chief Massey responded that his department is as efficient and aggressive as possible with drug activity in the City, sharing that calls received may go toward issuing a warrant, but residents may not see immediate action, based on other activity in the city at that time.  

Councilor Bushee thanked Mr. Moody for bringing this issue to their attention, indicating that she also has similar concerns in her neighborhood.  Councilor Dupont acknowledged that the south end has specific issues with crime and drugs, and questioned whether having a dedicated officer in the south end would be beneficial.  Chief Massey agreed that it would be beneficial, not only to the south end, but in every neighborhood in the city; however, resources are limited.

Councilor Mayhew commended the Police Department for their work.  Chief Massey encouraged residents to continue to call them with tips.  

Councilor Dupont shared that the South End Crime Watch group meets on the second Thursday each month at the Police Department.

A representative of the Waterville Elks Lodge invited the public to attend a Family Fun and Safety Day being held on Saturday, June 18th from noon to 4 p.m. at the Waterville Elks Lodge.  Planned activities include a meet and greet with Julia Clukey, a Flag Day ceremony, cookout State Police K-9 demonstration, Gordon Farms miniature horses, truck displays from Waterville, Winslow and Fairfield Police and Fire Departments, and door prices.
