MANAGER’S REPORT


City Manager Roy shared that the revaluation notices were sent out last week and that hearing will take place next week.  Roy urged citizens with questions about the new valuation to call for an appointment to discuss it.

Mike Roy stated that the city had been encouraged to apply for a grant to provide fiber optics in the downtown area.

The City Manager indicated that TIF Committee has a meeting scheduled for Thursday to discuss the Mt. Merici and St. Francis housing projects.

Having met two weeks ago, the Riverwalk Committee hopes to bring some proposed designs to the City Council soon, according to Roy.

Roy said that the Municipal Solid Waste Committee met last week and have recommended that the city enter into a 5-year agreement with Waste Management in Norridgewock, which will be brought to the City Council on July 19th.
