COUNCILOR UPDATES

Mayor Isgro announced that the intent of the Lion’s Den was to use
Haines Park for Outdoor Dining and added that we don’t need to close
the street for that purpose. Councilor Francke expressed concern
about traffic control and suggested that we evaluate it. Councilor
Thomas stated that Travis Lajoie of 18 Below also was inquiring about
Outdoor Dining.

Julian Payne lodged a complaint based on Meg Smith’s emails that the
City Council had conducted a meeting through email, which is in
violation of the Freedom of Access Act. Mr. Payne said that he had
send 3 emails to the Council Chair and had received no response.
Councilor Thomas questioned why Mr. Payne was singling out Councilor
Smith and said that the email chain had started with Councilor Foss,
to which Councilor Foss noted that it had originated with resident
Nick Champagne’s email.

Cathy Weeks pointed out that there had been no discussion about the
city contributing towards this project and questioned whether the
city had been allowed to make any revisions and who was directing the
project. She further questioned where the $1IM would be coming from.
Mr. Roy indicated that he would get a detailed answer to Ms. Weeks.

MANAGER'S REPORT

The City Manager noted that the state revenue sharing check was
$100,000 more than what had been anticipated but noted that the
income and sales taxes lag behind. Mr. Roy added that excise tax
collections were low for May but that he would report back to the
City Council on June 274,
