BRAGDON FARMS – CDBG PROJECT


[bookmark: _GoBack]City Manager Roy explained that the City has received a grant from the Department of Economic & Community Development for the Bragdon Farms hay log operation.  The grant requires a public hearing.  The city dispensed the funds to Bragdon Farms because the company has complied with the hiring component of creating 10 jobs.  

Mr. Peter Bragdon of Bragdon Farms explained that they hoped to be set up by Friday and making logs.  Councilor Bushee asked where the logs would be sold.  Bragdon answered that the experimental logs would be available at Bragdon Farms facility at the former Harris Bakery building, but the final products would be available in stores by this fall.  

Councilor O’Donnell asked about the building and whether they would be expanding.  Mr. Bragdon said that they renovated the space for this use in the metal building, and hoped to make improvements to the rest of the building in order to rent out some of that space.  

Councilor Stubbert asked whether they had one shift per day.  Bragdon said yes, they had one shift a couple days per week.  When asked if he expected to operator year round, he answered that he did.


WATERVILLE COMMUNITY LAND TRUST – CDBG APPLICATION


Ms. Nancy Williams explained that the Waterville Community Land Trust has found the funds to renovate the house that they have under option, but they do not have the funds to purchase the house.  Ms. Williams announced that there would be a fundraiser this weekend and that they are looking for grant money.  She thanked the city for its willingness to work with them to acquire CDBG funds.
