COMMUNITY NOTES


Ms. Linda Fossa, Health & Welfare Director, shared that the Healthy Northern Kennebec Coalition had been granted funds for the SCALE project to improve the community through healthy food and active living opportunities.  Fossa introduced Ms. Fran Mullin, project coordinator, who invited the Councilors and members of the public to the kick-off event scheduled for May 28th.  

Heather Merrow announced that members of the Boy Scout Troup #436 would be in attendance at tonight’s meeting as part of their work to receive their community service badges.

Councilor Rancourt-Thomas publicly thanked the veteran’s for their service to our country.

Councilor Mayhew said that he had attended a broadband interest group discussion hosted by KVCOG, and added that he hoped that the council would take this issue seriously, as it could encourage economic development.  Mayhew stated that he had spoken with two families in his neighborhood who were planning to sell their houses because the mil rate continues to go up.  Mayhew said he will not support a budget with more than a 1 mil increase.

Nancy Williams, of Park Place, asked that the assessor’s evaluate comparable homes in neighboring communities to see how they compare.  



City Manager Roy shared that the revaluation would be complete one year from now, and that the process of measuring and listing each property was ongoing this summer.  

Ms. Trishia Heath, 44 Eustis Parkway, questioned the number of renters and non-profits in Waterville.  Roy answered that 52% of all properties in the City were rental properties, and that 29% of the land base is non-profit.
