The public hearing was opened as City Manager Roy part of the explained that this second public hearing was being held because the details of the agreement have been finalized by the TIF Advisory Committee.  Roy said that the first vote on the Order authorizing the agreement would be taken tonight, with the second reading on May 17, 2016.  

City Manager Roy pointed out that the first page of the TIF application identified the spending categories for which TIF revenues will be used.  Roy explained that this has to go to the state for approval, then a Credit Enhancement Agreement would be entered into with the developers, which is separate from the TIF document.

Mr. Tom Siegel, developer of the Seton Hospital redevelopment project, explained that the tower portion of the building would contain 50 residential units, the grade level of the property would house 23,000 square feet of office space and that the lower level would contain warehouse storage space.  He added that they are trying to retain the historic nature of the building.

Councilor O’Donnell questions the date that construction would begin, to which Mr. Siegel shared a target start date of August.  Siegel added that they expected a 12 month construction timeline.  

Amy Calder questioned the estimated construction costs.  Mr. Siegel responded that they are projecting to spend $11M.  

Councilor Mayhew urged City Council support of the Seton Hospital Redevelopment Project TIF, which he noted has been approved by the TIF Advisory Committee.
