COMMUNITY NOTES


Mr. Scott Jones, Waterville resident, shared that he had been involved in a fundraising effort to perform renovations to the Waterville High School auditorium, which had most of its original fixtures dating back to 1964.  Jones stated that $300,000 had been raised in the community, which allowed for updates to the seating, lights and area of the stage.  Mr. Jones thanked the donors, and recognizing Sue Berry, the Waterville High School music teacher.  Councilor White asked if fundraising was still underway, to which Jones replied that it was, in the form of selling the old auditorium seats at $250 per seat.

A representative from the Waterville Elks Lodge invited the public to a Veterans’ Appreciation Day being held at the lodge on Wednesday, September 14th from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m., which will include a free cookout.

Mr. Julian Payne, Ward 5 resident, shared his belief that there is a conflict of interest on the City Council, where councilors or their immediate family members receive full or partial payments should have recused themselves to avoid issues.  Payne pointed out that Waterville’s policy on conflict of interest is vague and non-specific and should be updated to say that City Councilors can’t receive funds from city departments not can immediate family members or significant others be employed in city departments.  Payne suggested that the City of Auburn’s policy be used as a model. 


Ward 5 resident, Gary Mayheux, agreed with Mr. Payne and added that conflict is not necessarily about legality, but about perceptions.  Mayheux pointed out that City Solicitor Bill Lee’s opinion that there is no legal conflict is contradictory, and added that Waterville’s policy is pitiful and should be updated to be in line with other cities and agreed that the City of Auburn’s policy be used as a template.

Scott McAdoo, representing the South End Neighborhood Association, extended an invitation to the City Councilors, Mayor and City Manager to tour the Leeman Island Trail.  McAdoo recognized Colby College students who did some brush clearing to help with this project.

Councilor Mayhew invited the public to attend the groundbreaking ceremony at Purnell Wrigley field on Wednesday, Septembe3r 7th at 4:00 p.m.  Mayhew recognized the fundraising efforts of Ken Walsh of the Alfond Youth Center to make this project possible.

Nick Champagne, Ward 5 resident, acknowledged that the conflict of interest issue is a tough one, adding that he would have recused himself if he had been sitting on the Planning Board when the Car Wash issue was considered.  Champagne said that he was disappointed with the budget process, suggesting that there needs to be mutual respect between the council and the residents.

Ms. Hannah Heidt, Waterville resident representing Friends of Green Street Park, shared that a grant for $5,000 had been received from Inland Hospital for trails and a water station.  Ms. Heidt shared that donation solicitation letters were being sent to downtown businesses asking them to sponsor a fitness state for $500, adding that a $1,000 donation would allow for the donor’s name to be added to signage recognizing the donation.  Anyone with experience with grant writing was asked to contact the group.

Leo St. Peter, Webb Road resident, suggested that the City Council consider offering services that were not as elaborate, and also suggested that the City Council consider adopting a policy to ban pitbulls in the city.  Resident Tom Savinelli responded that the breed is not dangerous, it’s the owner’s that name them aggressive.
