COMMUNITY NOTES


Mayor Isgro spoke in opposition to two ballot measures that he feels would be destructive, if passed by the voters.  Question 2 would establish an additional 3% income tax for those making $200,000 or more in income to fund K-12 education, and Question 4 would raise the minimum page incrementally over a period of years.

Councilor Soule wished Councilor Mayhew a Happy Birthday.

Colin Hickey, resident of Pleasantdale Avenue, expressed his support of resident Julian Payne and his concern regarding posts on Facebook describing residents who had purported a conflict of interest as angry residents, rather than concerned citizens.

Julian Payne, Ward 5 resident, expressed his concern regarding the aforementioned Facebook post, and reiterated his feeling that there is a conflict of interest with the two councilors that are affiliated with the school system.

Gary Mayheux, Ward 5 resident, reiterated his opinion that there is a conflict of interest on the city council, and suggested that Bill Lee attend all budgeting meetings.  Mr. Mayheux added that the perceived conflicts have leached into the newly formed Budget Task Force and suggested that the task force be disbanded.

Mayor Isgro stated that funding for the task force had never been discussed, and that they were talking of shifting the task force to be a community forum, so that no one would be excluded from the process.

Councilor Bushee reminded the public of the upcoming Waterville Rocks concert taking place on Thursday, September 22nd at 5 p.m.  Bushee thanked the Waterville Opera House, Bill Mitchell and Waterville Creates for organizing this community event.

Resident Chris Rancourt shared his opinion that the Budget Task Force was staffed with citizens who were cherry-picked, since he had volunteered to participate in the group buy was not picked to participate.

Councilor Mayhew reminded the public of the Riverwalk meeting being held on Wednesday, September 21st at 7 pm.  

Zack Whittemore, Ward 5 resident and candidate for City Council, suggested that if the City Council was considering a dig ban, he would suggest a one bite ban to address a dangerous dog situation.

Councilor White spoke of the conflict of interest issue, stating that if you look deep enough, all of the councilors would have a conflict.  White thanked Councilors O’Donnell and Bushee for their service.
