Mr. Paul Bogossian, owner of Hathaway Creative Center, explained that the bank was requiring a certain number of parking spaces when considering financing on the CMP and Marden’s buildings, and he hoped to start the CMP renovations in 2015, and then proceed to the Marden’s building
Al Hodsdon, local business owner, expressed concern over the parking lease, specifically if this lease option was open to others, and questioned why certain parking was being set aside explicitly for one business
Hugh Phelps, owner of the Morning Sentinel building, explained that the second floor of the building was being leased to Waterville Family Practice, who sees about 100 patients per day, and that the lot in question would be utilized by the patients and staff as of April 1st
South End resident Scott McAdoo questioned why the KFC building wasn’t being torn down now for parking and shared that he felt this lease was a bad idea
Karen Heck, Ward 6 resident, explained that bank determines the number of parking spaces needed for financing for certain development, and suggested that maybe the spaces would be leased for a temporary basis so that this development can move forward, until the city can work on a long term parking solution
Nick Champagne of Collette Street expressed his concern regarding the timing of this request, since Colby will be coming in with investors to development residential living in the downtown area
